nTrack Leveling
Track splices are overlapping and securely fastened for 
positive vertical and horizontal alignment and even load 
transfer. Track leveling uses shims or leveling screws. 
Track is anchored using 1/4" concrete anchors. 
A continuous grout bed of not less than 3/8" is applied 
underneath the track baseplate.

The track is leveled to 3/32" maximum variation from 
true level within any module; 1/16" maximum variation 
between adjacent tracks; 1/32" maximum variation in 10' 
rail length, along any track.
